What is a housing association?

Where will | be based?

Our office is in Newent, Gloucestershire. However, if the role is field based you will
be operating in the Forest of Dean, Gloucestershire, and the surrounding counties.

The entry requirements are dependent on the role you apply for. Please check the
job advert of the apprenticeship you are interested in for more information.

How old do | have to be to start an apprenticeship?

The minimum age to start an apprenticeship is the school leaving age which is
currently 16. There is no upper age limit for apprenticeships. Mature apprentices
(over the age of 23) will receive a higher salary in line with the National Living Wage.
